ONLINE BIBLIOGRAPHIC DATABASES

Free Access on the Internet

Bireme http://www.bvs.br

Click on the word ‘English’, then on “Bibliographic Search”. From here one can select from a wide
range of medical databases. Of special importance is the MEDCARIB database, which covers the

English-speaking Caribbean health-related literature produced by Caribbean authors, published region-
ally and pertinent to the Caribbean.

PubMed http://www.pubmed.gov

PubMed is the National Library of Medicine's search service that provides access to over 12 million
citations. Medline is a database of medical literature citations in a family of databases called Medical
Literature Analysis and Retrieval System or MEDLARS.

PubMedCentral http://pubmedcentral.nih.gov

Provides free online access to the full text of life sciences research articles.

SciELO http://www.scielo.org

The Scientific Electronic Library Online makes available on the Internet, the full text articles from over
200 scientific journals of Latin America countries. However, many of the articles are in Spanish and
Portuguese. The West Indian Medical Journal is indexed in this database.

TTVHL http://www.vhl.org.tt

A Trinidad and Tobago initiative of the Virtual Health Library (VHL). The VHL is a collection or
network of health information sources in the Latin American and Caribbean Region, universally
accessible on the Internet and compatible with international databases.

Directory Of Open Access Journals (DOAJ) http://www.doaj.org

A service that offers online access to free, full text, quality controlled scientific and scholarly journals.

A wide range of research subjects are covered in many languages. There are now over 4,000 journals in
the directory.

BioMedCentral http://www.biomedcentral.com

BMC provides free full text access of all original research papers published in any of its 80+ online
journals in the fields of biology, pharmacy and medicine. ‘Open Access’ to articles without charge. As
UWTI has “Supporters Membership”, there is a 15% discount on authors’ fees.

CAB Abstracts

A bibliographic database published by CAB International that contains abstracts covering interna-
tional research in the applied life sciences from 1973 to present. Access is limited to five concur-
rent users.

EBSCOhost

A multi-database system that provides access to several databases, including Biological Abstracts,
International Pharmaceutical Abstracts, PsycARTICLES, PsycINFO among others.

EBSCOhost Electronic Journals Service

A service provided by EBSCOhost that lists electronic journals for which there is full text access
via the Campus Network. There are however a few journals that require username and password, and
in those instances, access is only available from within the Library.
